A person commits the offense of bid rotating when, pursuant to any collusive scheme or
agreement with another, he engages in a pattern over time (which, for the purposes of this Section, shall include at
least 3 Contract bids within a period of 10 years, the most recent of which occurs after the effective date of this
amendatory Act of 1988) of submitting sealed bids to units of State or local government with the intent that the
award of such bids rotates, or is distributed among, persons or business entities which submit bids on a substantial
number of the same Contracts. Bid rotating is a Class 2 felony. Any person convicted of this offense or any similar
offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements as this offense shall be permanently
barred from Contracting with any unit of State or local government.
