1. Directly address the impact of economic disinvestment, violence, and the historical overuse
of criminal justice responses to community and individual needs by providing resources to
support local design and control of community-based responses to these impacts;

2. Substantially reduce both the total amount of gun violence and concentrated poverty in this
State;

3. Protect communities from gun violence through targeted investments and intervention
programs, including economic growth and improving family violence prevention, community
trauma treatment rates, gun injury victim services, and public health prevention activities;

4. Promote employment infrastructure and capacity building related to the social determinants
of health in the eligible community areas.

Will County R3 Community Collaborative

The Will County R3 Community Collaborative is comprised of Will County, the City of Joliet and
well-known and respected representatives from a broad spectrum of organizations in the greater
Joliet area.

The Collaborative was awarded funding through the State’s R3 program to develop a collaborative
assessment and planning process that identifies existing resources in the community, measures
programmatic and services gaps, and develops a strategic plan that addresses the five R3
Program priorities: poverty, safety, and well-being due to neighborhoods in our community having
been harmed by violence, excessive incarceration, and economic disinvestment.

The Community Collaborative Program has a hub-and-spoke design. The “hub” is the Will County
Executive’s Office, which serves as the fiscal agent for the project.
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Desired Services

The County is seeking a qualified, professional consultant firm to manage this iterative assessment
and planning process. The consultant team shall make connections between our existing
organizations, review strengths and weaknesses, identify gaps and opportunities with existing
programs and service delivery, conduct research, develop a strategic plan, recommend what is
feasible and foster the connections that will allow our community to better address the issues that
have been perpetually thwarting the well-being of residents in our distressed neighborhoods.

submission of bids or (2) submits a bid that is of such a price or other material term or terms that he does not
intend the bid to be accepted.

Any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state
or the United States which contains the same elements as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the
date of conviction from Contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred
from Contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of
any employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the
corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity
with which it seeks to Contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither authorized,
requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the
corporation as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of this Code.

33E-4 Bid rotating. A person commits the offense of bid rotating when, pursuant to any collusive
scheme or agreement with another, he engages in a pattern over time (which, for the purposes of this Section,
shall include at least 3 Contract bids within a period of 10 years, the most recent of which occurs after the
effective date of this amendatory Act of 1988) of submitting sealed bids to units of State or local government
with the intent that the award of such bids rotates, or is distributed among, persons or business entities which
submit bids on a substantial number of the same Contracts. Bid rotating is a Class 2 felony. Any person
convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same
elements as this offense shall be permanently barred from Contracting with any unit of State or local
government. No corporation shall be barred from Contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so
convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if
