CHOICE OF LAW AND VENUE:

RIGHT OF THE COUNTY TO TERMINATE CONTRACT:

1. If any of the Provisions of the Contract are violated by the Contractor, or if the
Contractor shall disregard applicable law, ordinances, rules or regulations or work
requirements as spelled out in the bid specifications, or the Contractor shall be
adjudged as bankrupt or make a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, or if a
