If within the thirty (30) days to
cure the breach, the County serves written notice to the successful respondent that County
disputes the breach, the Parties shall negotiate in good faith to resolve the dispute. If after
thirty (30) days the parties are unable to resolve the dispute suit may be filed in the Twelfth
Judicial Circuit of Will County, lllinois.

Immediately upon the termination of the contract for any reason, all debts, obligations and
liabilities theretofore accrued between the successful respondent and Will County will be paid,
performed and discharged except for the provisions of the Hold Harmless Clause which shall
survive any termination of the Agreement resulting from the award of this proposal.

Responses will be open to the public
under the Illinois Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) (5 ILCS 140) and other applicable
laws and rules, unless you request in your response that we treat certain information
as exempt. We will not honor requests to exempt entire responses. You must show
the specific grounds in FOIA or other law or rule that support exempt treatment. If you
request exempt treatment, you must submit an additional copy of the response with
exempt information deleted. This copy must tell the general nature of the material
removed and shall retain as much of the response as possible. In the event the County of
Will receives a request for a document submitted, the County of Will shall provide notice to
the respondent, as soon as practicable.

Will County Request for Bids
CNG / LNG Fuel Supply

Background:

Will County owns a landfill in Wilmington, Illinois (Prairie View Recycling & Disposal Facility,
“Landfill”) and is currently in the process of constructing a Renewable Natural Gas (RNG)
plant that will treat collected landfill gas to meet pipeline-quality natural gas standards for
injection into an interstate natural gas transmission pipeline. Will County received
authorization from the lllinois Environmental Protection Agency (IEPA) on April 21, 2021, to
construct the RNG plant. Construction started in early July 2021 and is scheduled to run
through June 2022.

The RNG plant will utilize natural gas during the RNG process that will come from a natural
gas pipeline. The progress of that pipeline’s availability has necessitated the County to
explore and plan to procure an interim fuel source in lieu of the pipelined natural gas. That
interim fuel source is intended to come in the form of liquid natural gas (LNG) or compressed
natural gas (CNG) that will be supplied via vendor.

Mandatory Requirements:

1. Provider shall be a licensed fuel supplier in the State of Illinois and have been
operating in good standing for a minimum 2 years.

2. The quality of all products provided shall meet or exceed state and/or federal
requirements.

3. Provider shall comply with indemnification and insurance requirements set forth
herein.

4. Any spills that occur during the delivery are the responsibility of the Provider.

5. Provider will be held liable for any damages that may occur due to system malfunction
or failure as a result of:
* Furnishing a contaminated product
* Furnishing a grade other than specified or authorized



* Furnishing a product without (or with additional) additives specified or authorized.
Liability will not only be to the equipment but the provider is also liable for
removing the product from the storage tank.

6. The County will request a price per gallon, or MMbtu, for a particular type of fuel. The

Provider must reference a price per gallon, or MMBtu, delivered. The County will not
pay any additional surcharges, fees, etc. above the price specified by the provider on
any order.

. Pricing shall include the following: the price for the CNG, or LNG (potentially a
variable) and the fixed delivery cost; taxes/state/federal fees if applicable to the
specific order; State Inspection Fee, State Tax, LUST Tax and Federal Oil Spill
Recover Fee.

. Pricing shall not include Federal Excise Tax. The Federal Excise Tax shall be paid by
the Provider and any applicable refunds/rebates to be claimed must be made by the
Provider.

9. Deliveries shall include Bill of Lading.

10.The County personnel will email the Provider as the need for fuel arises. The County

would email by 7:30 am the day fuel is needed (the request may be emailed the day
before, but the date fuel is needed would be noted in the request). The Provider shall
email back confirming the County’s request for fuel, and stating the price per delivered
gallon, or MMBtu, as appropriate, by 8:15 am on the day the fuel is needed.
Additionally, by 8:30 am the Provider shall place the fuel order and Provider shall
make delivery of the fuel by 2:30 pm the same day.

Schedule

Fuel delivery is scheduled to begin seven days after execution of this agreement and

continue until a natural gas utility pipeline is providing natural gas to the RNG Plant. The
anticipated fuel usage, once the RNG Plant is fully operational, is estimated to be 3,025 gal

/day of LNG or 250 MMBtu/day of CNG.
