Will County is constructing a Renewable Natural Gas (RNG) facility next the County’s Prairie View 
Recycling and Disposal Facility (Landfill) in Wilmington, Illinois.  The RNG Facility will be cleaning and 
compressing landfill gas then inserting the pressurized gas into a pipeline for delivery into a regional 
natural gas pipeline.  The RNG Facility is designed and intended to operate twenty-four hours a day,  
seven days a week, 365 days a year (i.e., “year-round”).   To ensure consistent operation the County  
needs various spare parts to be available on site to reduce the length of any shutdowns due to failed  
parts.
