PRICES & QUANTITIES:  
 
Prices quoted for the Original Contract Period of twelve (12) months, from September 1, 2023 
through August 31, 2024 and prices quoted for any subsequent renewals subject to County 
Board approval shall remain in effect throughout the respective Contract Periods. Consideration 
will be given to the bidder that offers an additional percentage discount if awarded the bid in it’s 
entirety and is found to be low bidder overall.

CHOICE OF LAW AND VENUE: 
 
Any cause of action related to this bid, or contract related thereto, shall be governed by the laws 
of the State of Illinois without regard to conflict of law provisions.  Venue for any cause of action 
related to this bid, or any contract related thereto, shall be in the Twelfth Judicial Circuit, Will 
County, Illinois.  
 
ILLINOIS FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT:
