A total of one bid was received on 06/06/2023, submitted by Professional Medical, Inc located in New Lenox
IL. The grand total of $6,960.00 was submitted for Year one (1) of the bid agreement. Year two (2) reflects a
2% increase, $7,099.20 and Year three (3) also reflects a 2% increase, $7,241.18.

Overall, the bid cost for a three (3) year period is $21,300.38 with an additional 1% discount if this bid is
awarded in its entirety.
